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You must report any of these  
symptoms to the person in charge:
� Vomiting

� Diarrhea

� Jaundice

� Sore throat with fever

� Coughing, sneezing, or a runny nose

� A cut or wound that has pus

You must report it to the person in charge  
if you have been exposed to or diagnosed with:
� Norovirus
� Hepatitis A virus
� Shigella spp. (shigellosis)
� Enterohemorrhagic or Shiga Toxin-Producing E. Coli
� Salmonella typhi (typhoid fever)
� Non-typhoidal Salmonella
